Island Processinggrvices restaurants by disposing of their used cooking
oils. This is accomplished by two means: small accounts are provided
with 205 litre steel drums, and larger accounts with 1000 litre custom
bins. With the new regulations that require restaurants in designated
areas to install secondary containment comes the issue of what type of
unit will provide the protection it was intended for, while making the
task of retrieving the contents of these containers safe and manageable.
The most important issue is the height of the secondary containment
unit, since this is the one factor that restricts our removal of the
containers and their contents safely and without further spillage. This
also addresses the problem where restaurant staff attempt to pour their
oils into our containers which may be too high. We have found that the

provides the protection that is required and allows us to safely remove
our containers when servicing our customers.
